Senior Citizens Activities, Inc. has 
no stance whatsoever on Joel Ongert's or any political candidate's fitness or suitability for 
public office.

As stated in the organization's bylaws, the purpose and mission of the organization is to 
operate a senior center in order to improve the lives of seniors through caring service with 
opportunities for social interaction, recreation, health and wellness, education, volunteerism, 
and community involvement. The organization shall not carry on propaganda or otherwise 
attempt to influence legislation. Furthermore, the organization shall not in any manner or to 
any extent participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements), 
in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.
